              Him, serve Him, trust and obey Him, and live for Him.

I. A brief summary of the contents of the book of Genesis. (50 chapters)
    Included in Genesis are…


A. The accounts of Creation, including the Creation of man; 


B. The Fall of man into sin; 


C. Noah and the Flood; 


D. The Tower of Babel; chapters 1-11 – the first major portion of the book!

E. Chapters 12-25 – The life of Abraham – the second major portion of the book. 


F. Chapters 25-35 – The life of Jacob the twin brother of Esau, sons of Isaac, the 

               promised son of Abraham and Sarah – the third major portion of the book. 


G. Chapter 36 – A brief record of the descendants of Esau. 



H. Chapters 37-50 –The Book of Genesis concludes with the Joseph story –
                 (The life of Joseph; the fourth major portion of the book of Genesis.)
II. The main message of God from/in the book of Genesis: 


A. God is the Creator!


B. God has Created His Creation with a purpose in mind and a plan to carry it 

               through. 


C. (God took into consideration) in His decision to Create His Creation the 

                 potential reality of the failure of His Creation!


D. God chose first a specific person, from whom He would bring a people, 
               (no better than any other people, just the one’s He chose – perhaps the most 

                perceptive!) in which to accomplish His purpose and carry out His plan. 

E. God’s purpose for His Creation from the beginning has always been 

               relationship, and His plan from the beginning has always been redemption!



1. In fact, it is through relationship and redemption that God best 

                        demonstrates His divine character, nature and attributes. 



2. God’s purpose and plan has not and never will be stopped, thwarted, 

                         changed, nor defeated – 




a. it is like a mighty lava flow from the highest volcano; 




b. it simply overcomes and in fact uses any and every potential 

                                   obstacle to make its way to the sea – wherein it settles to create 

                                   new life; and adding to the life it has already created. 

III. Key scriptures from the book of Genesis: 


A. Genesis 1: 1; 26-27


B. Genesis 3: 8-9; 15


C. Genesis 6: 22


D. Genesis 12: 1-3; 15b; 22: 15-18

E. Genesis 50: 19-20
Note: A most interesting and significant characteristic regarding how God has chosen to carry out His plan and accomplish His purpose on this earth – He has chosen to use people – real, live, limited, flawed, sinful, human beings – weak and imperfect in every way – sometimes stubborn, or lacking faith and certainly prone to failure along the way – but this is how God chose to work, in and through the lives of people – sometimes slowly, many times it seems inefficiently but always consistently – God keeps working!
This method that God chose is directly where you and I come into the scene!
IV. The application relevant to your life and my life today: 


A. God had you and me in His eternal mind – in the beginning – Gen 1: 1



1 What does this fact mean; what does it mean to you?



2. If means that a part of God’s purpose in His Creation from the very 

                         beginning was His desire to have a personal relationship with you 

                         and me. eg. “Hagar and her son Ishmael” 

                         (God desired a personal relationship)


3. And it means that since you were born and are alive at this moment, God 

                         orchestrated events in time and history so that  you and I would exist in 

                         the moment he ordained; and thereby began to look forward to the day 

                         when you and I would recognize and realize that He desired to know us, 

                         you and me in personal relationship. 


B. It also means that in order to know us in personal relationship which would 
               include us knowing Him, that God had to fulfill His plan of redemption and 
               then bring the knowledge and understanding of that plan to you and me in 
               order that we might be able to believe it and choose to enter into it by the ways 

               and means that God ordained. This plan would be fulfilled through God’s only 

               Son – Jesus Christ!


1. In Genesis we only see the beginning of God’s unfolding and 

                         accomplishing His purpose and plan of redemption. 




2. We will have to wait until we get to the New Testament before we see 

                         the complete fulfillment of His eternal plan of redemption in the Person 

                         of Jesus Christ who came to this earth to be Messiah, Lord, Savior and 

                        eternal King!
C. We will also see all the way through (God’s unfolding revelation of Himself, 
               His purpose and His plan)



1. that there will be on the part of and in the lives of His chosen people 

                         numerous failures, setbacks disappointments, etc. 



2. but that God is always working in these failures and through these 

                         failures to continue accomplishing His purposes!




a. This fact and reality of God’s nature and character is good news 

                                   for me and you. 




b. We also see that God is extremely reluctant to give up on any one 

                                   person with respect to His purpose and plan being fulfilled in their 

                                   lives.

Conclusion – 
OK, so how are you doing today with respect to God fulfilling His purpose in your life and accomplishing His eternal plan of redemption in you and through you?

Can you say, “God I see your purpose working in me and through my life each day, today and every day!”

“God I see how you are accomplishing your eternal plan of redemption in my life and 

   through my life each day.”

And God, I can see even in my failures, shortcomings, circumstances and setbacks that not only do you not give up and you won’t give up, but if I will let you, You will use even these things to further fulfill your purpose; to grow me and use me and reveal your nature, character and divine attributes to me through my experience of your redemptive working in my life. 

“Genesis” – the Word means “Beginning!” 

What is your “beginning?” 

When did you begin with God? 

Are you still going strong since you began?
Will you give your life and your heart to God the One and Only who created you for His purpose and desires to use you in His eternal plan? 
All of us must enter our personal relationship with God through His Son Jesus Christ – by His grace He receives us in His Son Jesus!
