IV. The application relevant to your life and my life today: from the book of Exodus!

A. The obvious over arching, soul saving personal application –


1. God is still very much doing the work of rescuing souls from the 

                         slavery and bondage of sin and themselves and striving to deliver

                         those souls to the “Promised Land,” Christ’s Kingdom on this earth 

                         and in heaven!



2. God’s message to every person individually is – do you want to be led 

                         out of the slavery you are in?




a. Do you even recognize that you are enslaved to sin?




b. Do you realize that you are living in bondage?




c. Do you want to stay in the bondage and slavery that you are in?




d. Are you willing to let God lead you out according to His 

                                   instructions, in the path and direction that He chooses?




e. And are you going to stay with God for the entire journey – all 

                                  the way to the ultimate goal and final destination?




f. Or are you going to start complaining, griping and whining; 

                                  losing faith and trust and thinking you would have been better to 

                                  stay in your old life?




g. What about when you come up against what looks like a

                                    hopeless situation; are you going to lose faith, stop believing, 

                                    start whining and stop trusting the God who led you out thus 
                                    far?

B. Much of the personal application of the message in Exodus is about trusting 

               God and following God’s lead to take you to that position and place of 

               character and purpose that is a part of His eternal plan. 



1. The question is are you going to believe Him?



2. …are you going to trust Him?



3. …are you going to follow Him?



4. … are you going to give Him your life to use and indicate such by 

                         your worship and offerings and devotion and awe of His presence

                         with you?


C. Exodus is not only about learning to trust God, but it is also about learning 

               to obey God, follow God’s lead and learn about worshiping God and 

              experiencing God!


D. In Exodus it is impossible to measure the significance, not only of God’s 

               deliverance but of God’s presentation of His standard of righteousness 

               through the Ten Commands written on the Ten Tablets and given to Moses 

               to give to the people!



1. This standard given by God states His expectations for living a life of 

                         honor to our Creator and also peace and harmony within ourselves 

                         and in relationship to others. 



2. However this standard also provides evidence where every person 

                         falls short of the glory and righteousness of God. 



3. Therefore because we can see where each of us falls short; misses the 

                          mark of God’s righteousness we then know that unless God provides 

                          a way to help us meet His standard, we never will and if we never do 

                          we will suffer the consequences of our own sin and transgressions; 

                          our own dysfunction in this life on earth!



a. The good news is that God will help us!




b. Because He loves us He will not leave us to live miserably by 

                                   our own efforts, failures, dysfunction and deception!




c. He will come to us and offer to rescue us; deliver us; make us 

                                   well; make us whole; and lift us to a place where we can honor 

                                   Him in our lives and in all things. 



d. He does and will do all of this through His Son Jesus Christ 

                                   whom He gave to us and sent to us, so that we could give our 

                                   lives to Him and be saved from our sin.
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
